The dinghy show was fantastic as you are able to look at so many classes that we would never see like the
amazing foiling Moths, International 14, the Devotee D1, Thames A Rater and classics like the new Rooster
Graduate. There were a lot of new boats at the show such as the RS100 which is an alternative to the Vareo
which for many people was the best new boat at the show, There was also the Icon which is an alternative to
the Taser and a sweet looking boat that Paul (Thompson) and myself really liked the looks of, the prototype
RPX. This is a new boat from Rooster and intended as an alternative to the Laser which they aim to make a
mass market boat and sell for around the £3k mark, seeming great value but time will tell.

The development classes had a few nice boats on display with the International Canoe with a full varnished
carbon boat and the National 12 with the nationals winning Dead Cat Bounce design featuring a canting
rudder and centre board with trim tabs - great looking boat, and | would love to see one racing at Combs but
just a little bit pricey. There was a new Supernova at the show which will be rolled out sporting a new main sail
and open transom.

All'in all a great show which | found it very beneficial and a must for all dinghy sailors just to show that there
are other sailors out there and many different classes, so get yourself down there next year and you never
know you might come back with a new boat!!

Have you ever thought that you need a different boat, perhaps because you can’t find a crew or you have got
a crew. Maybe you have friends who want to go for a sail or you'd like to try a different boat. Do you need to

find a way to occupy children?

Combs has a fleet of dinghies which are available for use by all members and their guests except when they
are being used for training and club events.

There are three Optimists, ten Toppers, two Laser
Radials, a full rig Laser, a Mirror, a Graduate, a
GP14, an Enterprise and a Wayfarer. There is no
booking system as with twenty one boats to choose
from, supply normally exceeds demand. For the
time being there is no charge for using the boats
unless you are racing when there is a charge of £2
per day.

The fleet has been built up over a number of years
starting with a few Toppers and Optimists. An ex
member made an extended loan of his GP14 —
called Sign of the Times as he won it in a Times
newspaper competition. Another member donated
a Laser. A grant enabled us to buy an Enterprise
for competing at Southport and expand the fleet of
Toppers and add two Laser Radials. Another ex
member let us have his Graduate for a nominal
amount. Last year saw an expansion of the fleet
with an agreement with Buxton Community School
that they could use club boats and we could use
their boats — another four Toppers, a Mirror and a
Wayfarer.

Muncey. | have been overhauling these boats for the new season.

Not all of these boats are suitable for inexperienced sailors. If you are unsure which boats are suitable for your
abilities and experience then please seek advice from a committee member. We are also keen to preserve
the Enterprise in competitive condition so would prefer new sailors not to use it.

So what do you do if you want to use one of them?

Check that there is no club training.

Decide what you would like to use — check the members’ area of the club website for more information about
the boats.

Check your safety — if there is no patrol boat you must be competent to save yourself and any guests — there
are club buoyancy aids that you may borrow for guests.

Check in the members’ area of the club website where the boats and their equipment are kept.

Read the rigging guide on the website (well they will be on it when someone volunteers to write them (it could
be you!))

Turn up and sail!

When you've finished, put the boat and gear back, tie the boat down and let me know if there’s anything that

doesn’t work or needs fixing.
