Derbyshire Youth Sailing at Toddbrapkace report by Edward
Caunt

On 18" June, the excitement built as the Combs junior members and those of many other Derbyshire clubs
gathered at Toddbrook sailindub in order to take part in one of the events which make up the DYS series.

In the three races that ensued, the weather was incredibly varied and made each race different to the last,
demanding different tactics and creating conditions to suit almostsailjng preference. The main theme

throughout the day was the constant and sudden wind shifts, which came at any moment, along with the near

constant rain.

However, the Combs junior racers ignored the bad weather and set out to enjoy the day, with aftééth
Lomas crewed for Josh Bennet from Toddbrook racing in a borrowed GP14, alongside Jacob Murray in a
Topper, and Edward Caunt in his Lightning 368.

The fleet of over 25 boats made for a packed start in the first race with two dense groups congegatiher

end of the line, causing the occasional collision due to strong winds. From the word go, the Albacore got ahead

of the fleet, using its larger sail area to shadow many others in the fleet, making it the first to the windward
