completion of our experimental personal handicap B Series. I would have to admit that it has not worked out 
as we anticipated. The idea was to give additional time to the majority of helms, against a selected number 
of top helms who would be sailing off the RYA allocated yardsticks. Hopefully, this would change the results 
at the upper end and middle of the fleets. It has not happened; the Sailing Committee will take a look at the 
results and consider which way we take this experiment. Congratulations to Louis Saunders who won the 
event on the last day, thereby sparing my embarrassment. 

Whilst we did not get the handicapping right in the B Series we were a lot closer to the mark with the Quayle 
Tail Ender. It was a cracking race 
with eighteen dinghies sailing off 
personal handicaps. Wind 
conditions were a little up and 
down but perfectly sailable. The 
toppers led the way for a 
significant period before the faster 
boats started to come through. It 
was nip and tuck between Will 
Lomas and Tony Lawton up to the 
second to last mark, when Tony 
took the lead. Will then sailed an 
excellent downwind covering leg 
ǘŀƪƛƴƎ ¢ƻƴȅΩǎ ǿƛnd and would have 
regained the lead had the finish 
bell not sounded. Good showing 
from the improving Kevin Belford 
who finished third and Sandy 

Broadbent in fourth place. As is customary with this trophy we all enjoyed a post race meal. Tony made a 
speech after being presented with the Trophy at the local Italian restaurant. 

Some close sailing in the Single and Double Handed Challenge once again saw Will Lomas score 
impressively. Will is lying in second place as we go to press; it bodes well for the future of the Lightning 368 
and Combs. Combs have been approached by the Lightning Association to hold an open meeting in 2011. If 
Will and Edward Caunt continue to progress, it will make for some competitive sailing amongst the Combs 
Lightning sailors.  

The 2010 Lightning 368 and Supernova dinghy Inland National Championships were sailed over the weekend 
of 21st & 22nd August. Hosted by Northampton Sailing Club the event consisted of three races on the 
Saturday followed by two on Sunday.  

All conditions were experienced over the weekend. Strong and squally increasing to 35 knot gusts on 
Saturday afternoon and back to idyllic force twos in bright sunshine on Sunday morning. 

Louis Saunders sailed brilliantly from the first race starting signal to the last race hooter, he was a class 
above all the other sailors in the Lightning fleet. He thoroughly deserved his National Championship. His 
acceptance speech was generous and extremely well delivered. So much so the chairman of the Supernova 
association gave him an open invitation to join the senior fleet - this did not go down to well with the 
assembled Lightning sailors! 

Thirty six boats made up the Supernova Fleet including current and previous National Championship helms. 
Despite the very competitive nature of the racing the attitude of the helms was extremely sportsmanlike. 

After the first race Paul Thompson was frustrated with his boat speed and spent the lunch break re jigging 
the controls. After that his results really started to improve dramatically, recording 9th 5th & 7th place in the

Byte National Championship 2010 

The 2010 Byte National Championships were held at Mayflower Sailing Club, Plymouth between the 6th and 
8th August. The fleet enjoyed eleven races in winds varying from force 2-5. All races were sailed on an 
Olympic (triangle/sausage) course within Plymouth Sound.  

The first day saw a steady force 5 and a short chop favouring the heavier sailors in the fleet. Eddie Pope 
(Ogston) led the first race from early on, closely followed by Alan Roberts and defending champion Gordon 
Kevan (Blackpool & Fleetwood).  

Race 2 saw multiple Inland Champion Rick Whitehouse (Combs), leading throughout, followed by Gordon 
and Eddie. Gordon stormed away in race three for a comfortable win, and was leading the event after day

suffered a blow when he retired with gear failure. Louis Saunders (Combs) had also suffered with gear failure 
with a frayed halyard.  

Day two started with lighter, shiftier winds resulting in much closer racing. Sarah Kirk (Frampton) just held 
on to win race four, as the remaining pack of boats closed up down the run. Louis made three places on the 
last leeward mark to finish 2nd.  

Rick and Sarah led race 5 after crossing the fleet on port shortly after the start. All was to play for on the last 
run as some of the fleet went low under the cliffs whilst the leaders went high avoiding a supposed tidal 
back eddy and going for more wind. The theory failed and favoured the starboard side, enabling Louis and 
Eddie to pull through the fleet. Louis gained five places and went on to win with Sarah managing to hold the 
fleet off for 2nd with Rick 3rd after an exciting short beat to the finish. The wind increased to the top of a 
force 4 for races 6 & 7. Arch rivals Louis and Rick fought for the lead of race 6, with Rick coming out on top 
after passing Louis on the last run.  

Race 7 saw Gordon and Alan sail far right after the start to gain an impressive lead, only to be disrupted by 
Louis and Rick towards the end of the race. Alan kept the lead to the finish, with Louis 2nd, and Rick 3rd. At 
the end of day two Rick was leading the championship with 11 points.  

Day three saw a light, shifty NW wind. A course was set just inside the breakwater with the hope that a sea 
breeze was on its way. Race 8 saw Rick lead to the windward mark, closely followed by the rest of the fleet. 
The fleet dispersed on the second beat with many boats opting to go right, Sarah and Louis gambled for the 
left with Maggie Futcher (Weston) close behind. The left paid and Sarah took the race with Louis only a boat 
length behind.  

Race 9 saw Louis take the lead closely followed by Rick and Sarah. Rick lost ground on the second beat and 
Sarah passed Louis in a battle down the final run to take 1st.  

A sea breeze filled in for the final 2 races and the course area was appropriately moved. Eddie led race 10 
just holding his lead down the run with Louis just managing to stay high above Sarah on the last beat for 2nd 
place.  

Rick chose the right side of the course in race 11 to gain an impressive lead followed by Matthew Parsons 
(Teifi). Louis, in need of one more good result to secure the championship pulled through from 6th to 3rd 
behind Rick and Sarah. Matthew sailed well and finished in 4th place.  

Great thanks must go to the race officer Dave Curno who started races promptly and made some super 
decisions to work around shipping and changes in the wind. 



After two discards, the overall winner was Louis Saunders, Combs Sailing Club, second place, two points 
behind, was Rick Whitehouse also Combs Sailing Club. 

 

 

Lightning 368  

National Championship 2010

Northampton Sailing Club hosted the 2010 
Lightning368 National Championship over the 
weekend of 21st/22nd August - and what a weekend 
it proved to be!  

The Lightnings have been experiencing a real spark 
this year with increased turnouts for Open events, 
more helms taking part in the traveller series and, as 
it turned out, experiencing one of the class' highest 
ever number of entries for the class nationals when 
25 boats signed on for the 5 race series. With new 
faces taking part in their first ever Nationals to 
former Lightning sailors returning to the class, 2010 
has put these fantastic boats well and truly on the 
After something of a late-night social on the Friday 
night for early arrivals, a midday start to action came 
as something of a relief to some, but there was to be no gentle beginning to proceedings as early calm in the 
air grew just in time for race one, before whipping up to near gale-force for races two and three.  

Race One was held under bright skies and a decent 12 or so knot wind. A clean start saw the boats head off 
up the fairly lengthy beat to the windward mark. Simon Hopkins made it round first here, followed by John 
Claridge and Lightning returnee Louis Saunders. However, as Simon headed to the wrong mark - taking John 
with him - Louis went into the lead, with Paul White and Ben Harris close behind. The wind was showing 
early intent by now, rising gradually as the fleet started to show signs of struggling around the gybe mark. 
Both Paul and Ben managed to pass Louis downwind but the increasing wind claimed its first victim as Ben's 
mast snapped as he hardened up around the penultimate mark, leaving Paul in control - as the helms now 
began to think twice about the gybe! Paul held on to take the win, with John Claridge second, Louis Saunders 
third and an impressive Rupert Whelan storming up to fourth.  

With one mast already broken, there were 
signs that the day was going to turn a whole lot 
more demanding - white caps and waves 
started to lend a tense air amidst the 
competitors over lunch. With John Claridge 
sportingly lending Ben his spare mast, and 
others quickly checking for secure fixtures, race 
two began under a much sturdier breeze than 
just half an hour or so earlier. Definitely a case 
of 'fortune favours the brave'! Another clean 
start, though, saw Simon Hopkins sail 
fantastically up the beat to reach the windward 
mark well ahead of Marcus Ingram (returning 
to the class in a borrowed boat), Louis 
Saunders and Paul White.

Marcus managed to claw back the gap to Simon and claimed water at the leeward buoy - only for a boom 
breakage to put paid to his racing for the day. It was the lightweights of Saunders and White that came to the 
fore on the run to pass Hopkins, who had held on for two laps since Ingram's demise, only for Paul to end up 
taking a swim to allow Hopkins back through to grab second place at the end. White recovered to claim third.  

So, one mast and one boom down - and race three started in what can only be described as 'a howler' A very 
big wind was now whipping across Northampton, but that didn't scare Graham Nelson and Bob Haynes as 
they crossed the entire fleet, on port in gusts recorded at just on 35knots! Graham went on to build a 
substantial lead as the considerable list of retiree's began to thin the field out - including a shredded 
mainsheet for Matt Hopkins.  

Looking composed, Nelson led well from Ben Harris, Simon 
Hopkins and Louis Saunders. However, the 2010 'leaders 
curse' struck again as Graham's kicker snapped on the final 
gybe mark, a DNF scant reward for a fine sail in hugely 
difficult conditions. It was Ben, Simon and Louis that took 
on the baton and a great battle ensued right to the end - 
with Louis capsizing on the final mark to allow Ben through 
for a fine win.  

With three different winners over the three races, this 
years National event was proving hugely competitive - and 
tiring - as whistling rigging in the boat park reminded 
everyone just how hard a day it had been.  

Saturday night saw a well-earned social, Sundays 10am 
start time not putting the Lightning contingent off at all!  

Sunday heralded a vastly different day - sunshine, blue skies and sunglasses being the order of the day. As 
Class Chairman Wayne Jenner said with an air of relief: "a day for mere mortals!".  

Two races were scheduled to run back-to-back and, in 8-10 knots, yet another clean start had the class 
underway and heading to the first mark in the hope of a drama free day, which wasn't the case for the 
unfortunate Marcus Ingram. After managing to make repairs to his boom on Saturday, it wasn't long before 
the repair gave way and putting him out early on whilst tangled in an early battle with Simon as 'the big boys' 
made an early break! The lesser wind bought tactics more to the fore and Louis' lighter weight saw him slip 
by to take his second win of the weekend from Simon and the fast catching duo of Rupert Whelan and Hugh 
Spencer.  

All smiles, then, as the sun shone down on the sailors as they built for the start of the final race of the 2010 
Nationals. This round was also the race for the 'Stewartby Shield' and the fifth clean start of the two days had 
the Lightnings holding close station all around the course. 1st to the windward mark was Ben Harris closely 

followed by John Claridge and Caroline Key. Sailing 
the 2nd reach leg to the Mark, the leaders had to 
negotiate which side of a capsized supernova. Ben, 
John, Simon Styles and Caroline were able to go 
inside with Rupert Whelan opting to go around the 
outside. Up the second beat Rupert and Caroline 
managed to get the right wind shifts and pulled 
away from the others. Lap 3 saw them catching 
and overtaking the tail-enders of the supernova 
fleet, this proved interesting on the down wind leg 
as Caroline went to windward with Rupert being 
covered by the supernovas. Caroline closed the 
door so Rupert had no water on the mark and 
pulled away down the final reach, Penny Yarwood 
following closely behind them both. Caroline 
finished 1st to take the Stewartby Shield, with 
Rupert holding Penny off to take second.  



So, as World War Two aircraft circled over the sailing club from Sywell Airshow, the Lightning368 Nationals 
signed off with Louis Saunders from Combs SC taking the championship from Simon Hopkins (Up River Yacht 
Club) and John Claridge (Royal Lymington Yacht Club).  

With a mix of boats from the newest right down to 30 year old examples, such as hull number 21, all proving 
supremely closely matched, the Lightning368s offered up great racing all the way across the various boats 
age ranges - in fact the winning boat, the 20+ year old 'ultra-tan orange' 104, is proof positive of the 
genuinely even match of the class and one of the reasons that more and more people have been turning to 
these fantastic value for money, fun to sail boats.  

Huge thanks has to go to Northampton Sailing Club for providing unparalleled hospitality - going above and 
beyond the call of duty particularly on Friday nights unofficial social! Superb organisation, lightning fast 
results and a fantastic bar and galley added immeasurably to the weekend's racing, thanks guys and we hope 
to see you again next year!  

SAIL HARD, SAIL FAIR 

The Rules in Practice ς First Principles 

This month we will continue a review of the basic sailing rules and look at rounding windward marks, sailing 

a proper course and acquiring rights of way, and room to tack.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

When on opposite tacks, take the 

mark away and apply the principles as 

in open water (rules 10 and 18.1(b)). 

When on the same tack, the boat next 

to the mark must be given room to 

pass the mark by the boat outside 

(rule 18.2 (a)).  Room means room to 

manoeuvre ς the outside boat stays 

close at its peril 

When a boat is tacking to pass the 

mark, she must keep clear of any 

other boat (rule 13). 



 

 

 

 

A bigger picture this time because here are some rules that are interesting and that many get wrong. 

When a boat acquires right of way it must initially give the other boat room to keep clear.  Simple really but 

remember the word initially ς that is a very short time not half a beat! 

Whenever a right-of-way boat changes course, she must usually give the give-way boat 'room to keep clear'. 

Sometimes a boat is not allowed to sail above her proper course, but when a boat establishes an overlap on 

your windward side you may luff right up to head-to-wind provided that you give the windward boat room 

to keep clear (rule 16).  Essentially in this circumstance the leeward boat can sail any course it likes. However 

an oft-ƘŜŀǊŘ ŀǊƎǳƳŜƴǘ ƘŜǊŜ ƛǎ ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ ǿƛƴŘǿŀǊŘ ōƻŀǘ ǎŀȅƛƴƎ Ψȅƻǳ ǎŀƛƭŜŘ ƛƴǘƻ ƳŜΩΦ  .ǳǘ ƛŦ ǘƘŜ ƭŜŜǿŀǊŘ ōƻŀǘ ƛǎ 

luffing up and tells the windward boat just that (to give them time to keep clear) the windward boat has to 

keep clear by MOVING away immediately not when it suits them.  If they do not move (or tack away) the 

rule is broken and it is a 720 penalty. 

So what happens if an overtaking boat on the same tack gains an overlap to leeward within 2 boats lengths 

of a windward boat?  In this case the leeward boat does not have full luffing rights but can sail up to (luff up 

to) its proper course and the windward boat must keep clear. 

So finally, what is a proper course?  Essentially at Combs this will be the straightest line to the next mark 

(rules 11 & 17). 

On the water ς rule breaking at Combs. (The innocent will remain nameless!) 

So what rule breaking do we have this month to look at?  Well last weeks Wednesday start was interesting.  

With an obvious port bias most boats congregated at the pin end on port with the exception of two 

Lightnings.  The first called starboard and the chaos began as 7 or 8 boats tried to keep clear (you could try 

to slow down boys?).  This boat quickly tacked away to a winning lead but the second was not quite so quick 

and Harry tacked too slowly, losing his rights in the process whilst colliding with a few other boats and 

breaking rules 14 (avoiding contact), 16.1 (changing course) and 13 (keeping clear whilst tacking).  Shame
